Contact the Help Desk (x7419) for AV or computer issues and Internet access. 

Contact Campus Safety (x7900) to unlock the cabinets if necessary. 

 

Power-On the Elmo Document Camera, the Computer and the VCR/DVD (using the 
power button on each) before turning on the Video Projector (VP). 
 
The black amp on the second shelf down in the first cabinet must be turned on for the 
audio of the VCR, DVD, and the COMPUTER to be heard. You’ll see a green light. 
 
The Elmo must be turned on  (whether you intend to use it or not) if you want to view 
the computer, play a video tape or watch a DVD. This is necessary because the audio 
and video for the Computer, VCR and DVD are routed and switched through it. 

The Crestron Touch Panel is used to control most of the 
equipment functions. It may appear blank before being touched. 
Touch it anywhere on the surface to activate the screen. The 
opening FLCC logo screen will become visible, or it will go 
directly to the Main screen and power-on the VP automatically. 
Touch the Logo screen again if it does not go to the Main screen 
automatically. You’ll hear the VP fan and then see an image 
begin to appear on the wall screen behind you. 

 

On the Main Menu screen under the Sources section you’ll see 
buttons for each piece of equipment. You’ll need to push the 
button for the source you want to display. Pushing the “VCR”, 
“DVD”, or “CABLE TV” buttons will bring up another set of 
buttons to operate those particular units, and it will automatically 
switch the projected image to the source selected. 



Push the “PC” button to show the computer on the projection 
screen. As noted, there are no other commands on the 
touchscreen for the computer. Also, the preview monitor on 
the touchscreen will not display the computer. Use the large 
computer monitor above the keyboard to view the computer. 
 
Push the “Elmo Doc Cam” button to show the document 
camera on the projection screen. As noted, there are no 
other commands on the touchscreen for the Elmo. Some of 
the functions of the Elmo will activate automatically as 
needed. You may need or want to adjust the image with the 
buttons on the top right front of the Elmo. Remember, the 
document camera, Elmo, must  be turned on in order for the 
VCR/DVD to be seen and heard. 

The Utilities section gives you some control of the 
“LIGHTS” (room lights), “PROJECTOR” (functions) and the 
“TOUCH PANEL” (touchscreen contrast & brightness) by 
bringing up more buttons specific to those items. 

The “Projector Control” menu page is handy for temporarily 
muting out what's projected on the wall screen with the 
“Picture Mute” button.  

The “Input” buttons can be used to switch to the proper 
source for the projector if it gets out of sync with what 
equipment is supposed to be projected. 

The “Help” button will display phone numbers of staff you 
may call if additional assistance is required. 

The volume level can be controlled up and down, as well as 
muted, by pressing the appropriate buttons under the Volume 
section along the right side of the touch panel screen. 

The black amp on the second shelf down in the first cabinet 
must be turned on for the audio of the VCR, DVD, and the 
COMPUTER to be heard. You’ll see a green light.  
 
Although the computer has a DVD-ROM drive installed and 
can play DVD’s as well as CD’s, it’s better to play a DVD 
through the VCR/DVD combo deck as the picture quality will 
be much better. Playing a DVD in the computer should 
automatically open an application called “Power DVD”. Use 
“Media Player” to play CD’s. 

To turn off the VP, press the “Shutdown” button on the screen of the touch panel. A 
confirmation screenpage  will appear. Press the “Yes” button and the VP will blank out 
and shut down automatically.
